There were significant space issues that made installation very technical, according to
Freedom Solar’s lead designer Josh Meade.

The roof’s tilt changes on the left and right sides of the building, which required two
separate arrays on the main part of the rooftop project where the word “GUIDO”
appears. Freedom Solar also had to install a third array on the other side of the building
to increase the number of panels and reach the desired kilowatt-energy production.
